A LOCAL LAW AMENDING THE ZONING LAW OF THE TOWN OF SALEM. 

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Salem as follows:

LOCAL LAW NO. 4 OF THE YEAR 2018 
AMENDING THE TOWN OF SALEM ZONING LAW 

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Salem, Washington County, New York, as 
"follows: 

SECTION I - ENACTMENT . i 

A. The Zoning Law of the Town of Salem, as most recently amended by Local Law 
No. 3 of 2017, adopted July 12, 2017, is:hereby ahiended as follows: 

Article IV is hereby amended as follows: 

4.10 is amended as follows: ' 
With the exception of the commercial districts, off-street parking spaces shall be provided in any 
district in accordance with the specifications in this section whenever any new use is established 
or existing use is enlarged. In the commercial districts, the parking requirements may be waived 
where it can be demonstrated that public on-street parking is available and adequate. 

For Mixed Use and Retail businesses the Planning Board may reduce the total number of parking 
spaces required if it can be demonstrated that the required number of spaces is excessive for that 
use or to provide for more open space. 

Article IV § 4.31 is amended and shall repeal the following minimum yard dimensions for the 
Mixed Use District: 

Zoning District Front Yard Side Yard Rear Yard 
M 50 50 50 

SECTION II - AUTHORITY 
This Local Law is enacted pursuant to the authority of Section ,10 of the New York State 
Municipal Home Rule Law. ' 

SECTION III - SEVERABILITY 
Ifany part or provision of this local law is judged invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, 
such judgment shall be confmed in application to the part of provision directly on which 
judgment shall have been rendered and shall not affect or impair the validity of the remainder of 
this law or the application thereof to other persons or circumstance .̂ The Town hereby declares 
that it would have enacted the remainder of this law even .without such part of provision or 
application. 



SECTION IV - EFFECTIVE DATE 
This local law shall become effective immediately upon the filing in the office of the New York 
Secretary of State pursuant to Section 27 of the New York State Municipal Home Rule Law.
